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Media notice 
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The purpose of a media notice is to invite media to an event where they will have the opportunity for interviews or to take photos and videos. Add a lead (an introductory section of a new story that is intended to entice the reader to read the full story) that grabs the media’s attention. Include your event/location/community name of where the event is taking place. The lead should convey enough information to generate interest and encourage the media to attend, but not give everything away.  Send the advisory one or two days before the event.
