The risk management plan must technically demonstrate an equivalent level of human and ecological health protection as Alberta Tier 1 Soil and Groundwater Remediation Guidelines or Alberta Tier 2 Soil and Groundwater Remediation Guidelines. Any portion of the release under a risk management plan remains the responsibility of the person(s) responsible for the release under the Environmental Protection and Enhancement Act.
The person(s) responsible must obtain agreement to the terms and conditions of the ongoing Risk Management Plan from all affected third parties before applying for a remediation certificate.  The ongoing Risk Management Plan and signed Third Party Risk Management Plan Agreement form must be submitted to Alberta Environment along with the remediation certificate application form.

Alberta Environment is collecting this information to assess the Applicant’s application for a Remediation Certificate in respect of specific substances on a specific area of the Applicant’s land.   The information in this document is deemed to be public information for the purposes of s. 35 of EPEA and the Disclosure of Information Regulation (AR 273/2004). 
For releases that extend offsite, remediation certificates will be issued for complete cleanup of the release entirely within a legal land boundary, providing that a suitable risk management program is implemented for the remaining contamination offsite and all affected parties accept the risk management plan.  
A Risk Management Plan is required for areas that have not been remediated and contamination is greater than Tier 1 or Tier 2 Guidelines.  Risk management measures are designed and implemented to ensure that human and ecological health are protected.  Elements of a Risk Management Plan include, but are not limited to, the following: protection of receptors, demonstration that any potential adverse risks are being managed, administrative and exposure controls, land use restrictions, monitoring, affected third party acceptance, and commitment from a responsible party.
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
