Meet with Minister’s representative, identify and correct all concerns.

Perform all work required to maintain equipment in safe and reliable operating condition including but not limited to scheduled tasks.

Complete the Minister’s 52-week Work Schedule System Log Sheets and record required information in Log Book.

Semi-Annually:

Runways, pit area, machine area and tops of carriages shall be kept clean and dry.

.2
Stairway runways shall be kept clean and free of obstructions

.3
Inspect and maintain all parts of the machinery and equipment requiring lubrication.

.4
Inspect, clean and maintain all parts of carriage safety mechanisms. Lubricate as required.

.5
Inspect and maintain hydraulic systems including but not limited to valve, seals, packing glands, couplings, piping, hoses, pumps, tanks and oil leakage collection buckets or drip pans.


For units with unexposed hydraulic cylinders, perform a fifteen no-load leak-down test and record result in log book.

Monitor and record hydraulic oil leakage.

Inspect and maintain oil reservoir level.

Test relief valve setting.

Inspect and maintain all controller components.

Inspect, operate, test and maintain all other mechanical and electrical devices and adjust for proper operation as required.
