Ensure free movement of fan, check belt condition and tension, adjust and/or replace as required.

Lubricate shaft and motor bearings, ensure all set screws and locking collars are tight.

Inspect and clean spray nozzles and heat transfer section.

Check and adjust make-up valve.

Check and adjust bleed rate.

Check pump operation, lubricate as required.

Check and record voltage and current draw of pump and fan motors.
